The Past 

In 1997, after working for 20 years as a cardiologist, Dr. Gary 

Burnstein began providing care for patients at a homeless shelter in 

Pontiac, Michigan. Dr. Burnstein passed away in 2003, but friends, 

family, and community members honored his dream of providing 

care to the uninsured by establishing the Dr. Gary Burnstein 

Community Health Clinic (GBCHC). 
 

The Present 

Today the clinic continues to provide free medical and dental care to 

uninsured and underinsured residents, as well as people experiencing 

homelessness, within Oakland County. The vast majority of our 

patients are the working poor, and providing them access to primary 

care and preventative medicines means keeping them in their jobs. 

With more than 3,000 office visits in 2014, the clinic had been 

operating while stretched to capacity. Even with the recent changes 

from the Affordable Care Act, we enroll new patients every day. 
 

Each month our volunteer team treats over 250 patients, fills 700 

prescriptions, and performs over 50 dental procedures. The clinic has 

seven examination rooms, three dental examination rooms with x-

ray capabilities, a pharmacy, and a training and education center 

that provides numerous educational programs for the community. 

All services are free of charge. 
 

The Future 

Our sincere and greatest thanks go to the generosity of the Robert S. 

Peterson Family Foundation, who provided the lead support to 

purchase a much-needed larger facility. The clinic transformed from 

a cramped 1,500 square foot space to a 7,000 square foot treatment 

facility. The new building, converted from a car parts distribution 

center to a public health facility, opened in March 2015.  

The new space will allow the clinic to expand its role in the 

community. We will be able to treat more patients from a wider 

geographic area and greatly expand our patient services.

The GBCHC is uniquely positioned with the ability to respond to     

targeted challenges and health concerns of  our local community.  
 

¶ Michigan is trending higher than the national average for asthma 

and breathing conditions; the Clinic was proud to provide $97,827 

worth of  inhalers to our patients.   
 

¶ Diabetes and diabetes-related complications have a higher preva-

lence in low-income communities. At the GBCHC, we provided 75 

insulin meters to newly diagnosed patients, 500 boxes of  ketosis test 

strips for at-home monitoring, and $235,000 worth of  insulin to our 

patients.
